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Dr. Vikram A. Sarabhai (1919-
1971) was the honorary, part-
time director of the Indian
Institute of Management
Ahmedabad during the initial
years of the Institute. He was
born on August 12, 1919 in a
family of industrialists. He
completed his Natural Sciences
Tripos at St. John’s College,
Cambridge in 1940. He received
his Ph.D. in 1947 from the

University of Cambridge.

Dr. Sarabhai played a key role in
the development of the IIMA logo
by choosing an exquisitely
carved sandstone lattice
window of the sixteenth century
Sidi Saiyyed mosque in
Ahmedabad as symbolic of the

Institute’s search for excellence.
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The Indian Institute of Management Aimedabad, also known
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Rhimedabad. Tt was the second TTM o be established, after ITM
Caleutta, and is ranked as one of the best business schools in
India and in the Asia-Pacific region. Famous Siddi Saj
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
